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Arches play an important role in the internal architecture of
mosques. In combination with colours and the window designs in
the dome of the mosque, they produce a beautiful and harmonious
work of art. This is vividly reflected in the design of the Grand
Mosque of Sultan Saeed bin Taimour, which was constructed

in 1419 Hijra/1999 AD, that also includes a Qura’an

memorization school and an Islamic cultural library.
